Members, present at ttre AGM held through VC facility and who had not cast their vote
.Jn the resolutions throuqh remote e-voting and were otherwise not barred from doing
so, were eligible to vote through e-voting system during the AGM.

The Ministry of Corporate AIIairs ('MCA') vide its circular dated 28th Decernber 2022,
permitted convening the AGM due in the year 2023 through VC. Accordingly, in
compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013, SEBI (Listing Obligadons
and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2O15 and MCA Circulars, the 32"d AGM of
the Company was held through VC.
